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Arrest from a Person Shot Investigation

investigating a shooting which occurred in the 500 block of West Grove Street. The victim
had suffered a gunshot wound. Responding officers applied a tourniquet to stop the
bleeding.

An investigation by the BPD Criminal Investigations Division ensued. The investigation led to
the issuance of arrest warrants, on 08/17/23, for Stanley E. Scott.

On Friday, 08/18/23, at approximately 2:47p.m., Stanley was taken into custody in the 100
block of Northfield Drive, in Normal. The Bloomington Police Department Street Crimes
Unit, SWAT Team, Crisis Negotiation Unit, K9 Unit, and the lllinois State Police Task Force Six
were involved in the apprehension of Scott. Scott was taken into custody without incident.
